Moreover they have
indicated in their representation that PNB is merely an agency of RBI so they find it
extremely difficult to establish the Mega Currency Chest despite getting clear directions from
RBI.

The Council of Ministers in its decision dated 09-01-2026 has looked into such cases and
found that if the rates for the property under GMADA are not rationalized it is becoming
difficult to either allot / dispose of by way of auction. In many cases the artificial rates have
been arrived and the allottee has failed to pay to GMADA after getting the possession on
payment of 10%. As such the GMADA has engaged specialized agencies/independent
evaluators which have gone into these rates considering whether the land is earmarked for
Residential /Commercial/ Institution category, the sizes of the plots, the location of the plots,
and based on their respective merits, they have suggested the Reserved Price in the instant
case to be rationalized @ 63,750/~ Sq. Meter. By applying the same formula the allotment
price has been indicated. Moreover due to RBI clear Instructions to setup Mega Currency

Chest,the Authority has decided to approve it, applying the same rationalized rate.

2. The information in the prescribed proforma shall be filled and verified as per
ground reality. Proforma shall be verified and signed by Executive Engineers
PWD and countersigned by the concerned Deputy Commissioner, after getting

vetted from the respective District and Session Judges.

3. All Deputy Commissioners shall ensure that the complete and duly authenticated
report is submitted to the PWD Department latest by 03.04.2026 by 05:00
PM, without fail.

4. It was emphasized that the timeline is mandatory, in view of the matter being
listed before the Hon'ble High Court on 8-04-26.

Agenda Item No. 2: SAS Nagar (Mohali) — Status of Residence of District and Session

Judge in specific and status of availability of Land & Construction of Judicial and

Administrative Residential Accommodations.

In compliance with the directions of the Hon'ble High Court, the issue regarding
availability of land and construction of Judicial and Administrative residential

accommodation at SAS Nagar (Mohali) was discussed.

The Deputy Commissioner, SAS Nagar (Mohali), apprised the chair that a total

land measuring 10.2 acres has been identified, out of which:
« 6.237 acres is earmarked for Judicial residential accommodation, and
« 3.972 acres is earmarked for Administrative residential accommodation.
It was apprised to the Chair that the Public Works Department (PWD) has
prepared an estimate amounting to Rs. 4659.24 lakhs for construction of

Administrative Residential Accommodation, which has been forwarded to Department of
Revenue, Rehabilitation & Disaster Management, Punjab for approval.

It was further apprised that the PWD department has prepared an estimate
amounting to Rs 6612.80 lakhs for construction of Residential Accommodation for

" Judicial Officers and it will be funded under CSS in the ratio of 60:40 between Centre
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and State share. Proposal has been sent for countersignature of the District & Sessions

Judge, Mohali for placing before the Hon’ble Building Committee for approval..

After detailed deliberations, following directions were issued:

A. Land Related Decisions:

1. The Chair directed that GMADA shall initiate the process forthwith (on the same
day) for transfer of the identified land in the name of the Provincial Government
through Public Works Department. The PWD shall simultaneously initiate
necessary action and coordinate closely with GMADA to ensure that the land is

expeditiously transferred in its name.

2. The Department of Finance shall make available the requisite funds for transfer

of the land.

3. It was further directed that, upon transfer, the said land shall be duly entered in
the revenue records in column of cultivation (khana Kasht) in the name of
Department of Justice and the Department of Revenue, Rehabilitation & Disaster
Management, Punjab for Judicial and Administrative/Civil residences

respectively, strictly in accordance with their shares. .

B. Construction & Funding Related Decisions:

1. It was decided that the requisite funds for construction of Administrative and Civil
Residential Accommodation shall be provided by the Punjab Land Records

Society. ”

2. It was decided that for construction of Judicial infrastructure funds from CSS
scheme will be utilised and PWD will initiate the process for requirement of 60 %
share from central share and 40 % share from the Finance Department for which
they will move the case through Department of Justice Immediately and the
Department of Finance, Punjab shall make available the requisite funds for

construction of Judicial Residential Accommodation.

3. All concerned departments were directed to take immediate and time-bound
action for compliance of the above directions, keeping in view the urgency of the

matter pending before the Hon’ble High Court.

Agenda ltem No. 3: District Moga — Residential Accommodation for Judicial Officers

The Deputy Commissioner, Moga apprised the Chair that a proposal for

construction of an official residence for the District & Sessions Judge, Moga is under
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active consideration, and a 4 Kanal site has been identified within the municipal limits of
Moga. The site details and measurements have been prepared by the Executive
Engineer, PWD (B&R), Moga, and drawings have been prepared by the Architecture
Department. The proposal has been forwarded vide letter dated 27.03.2026 to the
Registrar, Hon’ble High Court for placing the matter before the Building Committee for

approval and further directions.

The Deputy Commissioner further apprised that a new Judicial Court Complex is
proposed at Moga—Ferozepur Road in village Ghall Kalan, where land measuring 76
Kanals 1 Marla has already been acquired, and acquisition of additional land measuring
59 Kanals 7 Marlas is underway. A Notification under Section 4 of the “Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement
Act,2013 (RFCTLARR) ,has been issued, and the Social Impact Assessment (SIA)
process is in progress, with public hearing scheduled for 13.04.2026. The said site

also presents a viable alternative.

: It was further appﬁéed that both the identified sites have been referred to the
District & Sessions Judge, Moga for indicating preference however, no response has

been received so far.

After deliberations, the Chair directed that the District Administration, Moga shall
pursue the matter with the Hon’ble High Court for early approval and simultaneously
obtain the preference of the District & Sessions Judge at the earliest. The PWD shall
be kept in readiness to take further action immediately upon approval. The matter shall

be monitored on priority.

Agenda Item No. 4: District Pathankot — Judicial Colony / Residential Accommodation

for Judicial Officers

The Deputy Commissioner, Pathankot apprised the Chair that for construction of
Judicial Colony / residential accommodation, land measuring approximately 7.5 acres
has been identified at the rear side of the existing Judicial Court Complex, Pathankot
(near Jagat Flour Mill), which belongs to PUDA, whereas the Forest Department has

reported that the same falls under the category of “Protected Forest".

It was also apprised that a coordination meeting among concerned departments
(PUDA, Forest Department, PWD, etc.) was held on 17.03.2026 under the
chairmanship of Hon’ble Cabinet Minister Shri Lal Chand Kataruchak, wherein it was
decided that compensatory/diversion land has been identified within the municipal area,

which shall be transferred to the Forest Department after due approval.
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It was further informed that the architectural planning and detailed drawings for
the Judicial Colony have already been prepared by the Architect Wing and, after being
countersigned by the District & Sessions Judge, Pathankot, have been forwarded to the

Building Commiittee for approval.
After deliberations, the following directions were issued:

1. The Department of Finance, Punjab shall make available the requisite funds for
the transfer of the land in the name of the Provincial Government(Department of

Public Works).

2. The PWD shall simultaneously initiate necessary action and coordinate closely
with PUDA to ensure that the land is expeditiously transferred in its name.

3. All concerned departments shall expedite necessary action for resolution of forest
clearance issues and completion of land transfer formalities in a time-bound
manner.

The meeting ended with the directions that strict compliance be ensured within
the stipulated timelines. The matter shall be monitored closely.

1.0SahibzadaAjit Singh Nagar (Mohali), equipped with world-class facilities and
infrastructure, including an international airport, is being projected by the State as an
IT hub as well as a growth-oriented area. The boundaries of this city are contiguous
with Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, and the Union Territory of Chandigarh.
Considering the economic growth potential of New Chandigarh and the surrounding
areas under GMADA in the coming years, it is expected that such growth can be
further accelerated by developing additional residential sectors and institutional areas

to attract investors.

2.0 GMADA has already developed Eco City-1 and Eco City-2 in New Chandigarh as

residential projects, and all plots have been allotted to consumers.

3.0 Land measuring 713.3750 acres for the Eco City-3 residential project has already
been acquired. The process of disbursement of compensation/land pooling is
underway and is expected to be completed shortly. Development works in this area

will commence very soon.

4.0 Demand for further development in New Chandigarh is increasing rapidly, with
investors showing keen interest in residential projects. It is desired to develop another

residential zone in New Chandigarh are in the lines with Eco City-1, 2, and 3.

For this purpose, it is proposed to acquire land parcels in the villages of Boothgarh,
Rajgarh, Kartarpur, and Kansala. An approximate area of 525 acresincluding
unacquired roadsto be developed and proposed to be named as “Eco City-4” in New
Chandigarh.
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Accordingly, this agenda may be placed before the Authority for consideration of

acquisition.

Subject: Post facto Approval for acquisition of Land for
Commercial City Centre along with details of connecting
roads in the Villages Tira, Chahar Majra, Sangala and
Bansepur, New Chandigarh.

It is submitted that the Master Plan of New Chandigarh
provides for the development of a Commercial City Centre adjoining
the Cricket Stadium-cum-Sports Complex and other residential
areas. Accordingly, the agenda for acquisition of land for the
Commercial City Centre in New Chandigarh was approved in the
40th meeting vide Supplementary Agenda No. 40.04.

Whereas certain vertical and horizontal roads falling within
this City Centre are being acquired separately, acquisition of certain
additional connecting roads is required to ensure proper
connectivity between different blocks of the City Centre. The
acquisition of these roads is essential for the development of a fully
functional Commercial City Centre.

Accordingly, a proposal was prepared whereby the acquisition
of the Commercial City Centre also included the access roads falling
in the villages of Tira, Chahar Majra, Sangala and Bansepur, New
Chandigarh, comprising a total area of approximately 227 acres.
The said area had already been incorporated in Section 4

The layout plan of the proposed connecting roads of the Commercial
City Centre is attached as Annexure-I, indicating the location of
these roads within the City Centre.

This agenda was placed before the Authority for ex-post facto
approval vide Agenda No. 41.06; however, the same was deferred.
