Whereas, land acquisition proceedings in respect of acquiring land required for

development of Aero City Expansion Project namely Aerotropolis Pocket-F in village Bari in the
area of Tehsil Mohali, District Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar per drawing No. DTP, S.A.S Nagar
2280/2016 dated 05.12.2016 were initiated by publishing a Social Impact Assessment
Notification under section 4 of the "Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013" on 30.09.2025.

Whereas, Department of Housing and Urban Development had constituted multi-
disciplinary Expert group for the appraisal of Social Impact Assessment Report submitted by
Punjab Agricultural University, Ludhiana. The Expert Group opined that the Aerotropolis Pocket
—F will serve public purpose and the extent of land proposed to be acquired is absolute bare-
minimum. Further, the potential benefits outweigh the social costs and adverse social impacts.

Whereas, Preliminary Notification u/s 11 of the ibid Act was notified vide no. H-
U-H1/95/2025-6HG1/1/1261553/25 dated 09.12.2025 and published in Punjab Govt. Gazette on
10.12.2025 and in two daily newspapers namely as The Tribune (English version) dated
10.12.2025 and Rozana Ajit (Punjabi version) dated 10.12.2025. The substance of this
notification was got entered in the Office of District collector, Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar as per
Rapat No.173 (Village Bari dated 16.12.2025) of the Roznamcha Wagqiati of the respective
Patwar Circles falling in the Tehsil Mohali, District Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar. This
notification was also uploaded on the website of GMADA, Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar on
10.12,2025.

Whereas, Governor of Punjab is satisfied that the land specified below is needed
by the Government at public expenses for public purpose of setting up of Aerotropolis Pocket-F
in Villagé Bari Tehsil Mohali, District Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar. In this connection, based on
the census survey of affected families, a Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme was prepared
as per provisions of Section 16 of the said Act, by the Additional Deputy Commissioner Cum
Administrator, Rehabilitation which has been reviewed by the Collector as per provisions of
Section 17 of the Act,

Whereas, Commissioner, Rehabilitation and Resettlement has approved the R&R
Scheme on 06.03.2026 and forwarded the said report to be made available to the Public and
uploaded on the website of Punjab Government as per section 18 of the said Act. The summary
of Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme is prepared based on field survey and objection

received during public hearing which includes:-




1. Choice of annuity/onetime payment at the lump sum rate of Rs. 5,00,000/- to each
affected family, Resettlement Allowance of Rs. 50,000/- only to the family whose the
livelihood is affected.

2, The Stamp duty and the other fees payable for registration of land or house allotted to the
affected family, if any, shall be borne by the requiring body.

3. Contiguous houses constructed along Phirni of the village will not be acquired.

4. Government assigned plots (5 Marla plot) will be released from acquisition.

5. Loss of livelihood of farm labourers will be compensated as per Schedule II of the
RFCTLARR Act, 2013.

6. Residential houses constructed in the agricultural field will be given plots in the
developed sector as per relocation policy of Government of Punjab 2014,

7. Land for which CLU (Change of land use) has been granted shall be exempted after
verification from District Town Planner (DTP).

8. Besides above, the plan also contains scheme to map affected family’s skill and education
competency and the gap also identified to be filled by suitable training modules. Thus the
affected family members will get their skill or education recapitalized so that they will

get gainful employment.

This declaration is made under the provisions of Section 19 of “The Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act.
2013" and under the provisions of Section 21 of “the Act ibid”, public notice is made to whom it
may concern, that the Government intends to take possession of the land. That the claims to
compensation and Rehabilitation and Resettlement for all interest in such land along with their
objections, if any, to the measurement made under Section 20, be made to the Land Acquisition
Collector Urban Development, PUDA Bhawan (Sector 62), Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar within
30 days from the date of publication of this notice.

Village Bari Tehsil Mohali, District Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar is hereby
declared as “Resettlement area” for this project. Plan of the land may be inspected in the office
of the Land Acqﬁisition Collector, Urban Development, Ground Floor, PUDA Bhawan, Sector-
62, Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar.
