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1.0  INTRODUCTION 

 

GMADA has been set up with an objective of achieving balanced 
development through equitable urban development as well as creation of 
world class infrastructure at SAS Nagar. This region has been envisaged as 
a new IT hub which has resulted in the development of a new international 
airport with emphasis on planned development of the region so as to provide 
quality residential and commercial infrastructure including road and 
sewerage, electricity and other world class modern amenities so as to attract  
investments in the region.  To improve the sectoral infrastructure, roads  are 
a prime conduit so as to enhance development objectives within a given 
timeframe. 

 
The Master Plan for SAS Nagar, Mullanpur, Zirakhpur, Derabassi, Kharar etc 
have been prepared and notified resulting in a lot of investment by the private 
sector in this area.
